Clarifications 

1. On sheet AD100 and A-100, the intent of Demolition Note D-02 is to remove 
and replace all ceiling tile at a minimum of 24” on each side of the operable 
panel partitions. 

Note that it is expected that the contractor will be required to remove and 
replace additional tile and grid as required to complete work above the ceiling.  
The means and methods to complete above ceiling work shall be determined 
by the contractor. 

RFI Responses 

1. Section 099000 is included in specs. Where does this section apply? 

The painting specification is included to address damage caused by the work of 
this contract. 

2. The Base Bid calls for the existing partition track to be re-used, with new 
partition panels including new 4-wheel carriers. I am attaching a photo of the 
existing track and carriers, which are not Modernfold #17. The existing track 
and carrier system is an aluminum track with dual rotating “puck” carriers, 
which I do not believe is still available. To the best of my knowledge, the 
existing track would not be compatible with any manufacturer’s 4-wheel 
carrier trolley system, including Modernfold. Based on this information, I 
recommend that the Base Bid be changed to include replacement of the track 
and suspension system. 

The Base Bid will be changed to include replacement of the track and 
suspension system.  See attachments. 
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3. The industry standard for Acoustical ratings considers an STC value of +/- 1 to 
be acceptable. The specifications call for an STC of “not less than 50” and a 
panel weight of 8lb/sq. ft. Please advise if Hufcor model #632 panels with STC 
rating 49 +/-1 and hanging weight of 8.9lb/sq. ft. would be acceptable. 
Please keep in mind that mass stops sound and the 8.9lb/sq. ft. weight is 
considered better acoustically, than the 8lb specified. 

Provide panels with a listed STC rating of 50 ± 1.  Panel weight may be up to 9lb/sf. 

4. Specification Section 10 22 26 Paragraph 2.03 D. calls for Automatic bottom 
seals. This is the type of seals that are currently in place at DTCC. I am 
attaching a photo showing how this type of seal damages the adjacent panel, 
during normal set up procedure. We recommend a mechanical bottom seal 
which is activated by a handle, connected to the edge of the panel. Please 
advise if quick set handle activated bottom seals would be acceptable for this 
project. 

Specification will be changed to manually operated bottom seals.  See 
attachments. 

5. Please verify that there are no ADA compliant 3’ x 7’ pass thru doors required 
in any of the panels. 

There are no pass through doors required. 

6. Please verify that there are no pocket doors required to conceal the panels in 
the stacked position. 

There are no pocket doors required.

3.03 ADJUSTING

A. Adjust operable panel partitions to operate smoothly, without warping or binding.  Lubricate
hardware, and other moving parts.

3.04 FIELD QUALITY CONTROL
A. Light-Leakage Test:  Illuminate one side of partition installation and observe vertical joints and

top and bottom seals for voids; adjust partitions for acceptable fit.
B. Prepare test and inspection reports.

3.05 CLEANING
A. Clean soiled surfaces of operable panel partitions to remove dust, loose fibers, fingerprints,

adhesives, and other foreign materials according to manufacturer's written instructions.
3.06 DEMONSTRATION

A. Engage a factory-authorized service representative to train Owner's maintenance personnel to
adjust, operate, and maintain operable panel partitions.
