The Division of Substance Abuse and Mental Health (DSAMH) is seeking to contract with one or 

more individuals to serve as Trauma Specialists for a new five year statewide Trauma-Informed 

Care System Transformation Grant.  The Trauma Specialists will provide support and assistance 

to the peer specialists and clinicians on screening activities, and assess individuals who screen 

positive for trauma.  Trauma Specialists will also provide technical assistance and training to 

clinicians on assessment and treatment planning for trauma informed care.  In addition, they will 

co-lead and support peers, provide technical assistance to Mental Health counselors on treating 

trauma, and coordinate referrals as necessary.   

 

Applicant(s) must have a Master’s degree in Human Services or a related field from an accredited 

college or university and a minimum of five (5) years of experience in human services; two (2) of 

which were working with trauma programs.  Applicant(s) must also have experience in mental 

health recovery and assessing for trauma, in addition to familiarity of mental health standard 

concepts, practices, and procedures.  Some supervisory experience is required as well as the 

demonstration of strong interpersonal skills and written and oral communication skills.  

  

 Resumes must be sent under cover of a brief letter of interest specifying hours of availability and 

proposed hourly rate. Both the Letter of Interest and the outer mailing envelope must reference 

RFP HSS-11-060.  Any submission without the required information will not be reviewed.  

 

Applications will be accepted only from individual applicants.  

 

Determination of qualified applicants will be based on a review of credentials (50%) and 

experience (50%).  Selection of applicant(s) will be made by the Director of Community Mental 

Health and Addiction Services following interview of one or more qualified applicants.  Actual 

service location, hours and rate of compensation is dependent on successful contract negotiation.
