Please provide further details on each of the panelboards that require new hinged doors; voltage
and amperage ratings, mounting requirements, panel interior lengths, amount of breakers
contained, and any other pertinent information in order to provide pricing.

The bid form received does not appear to be correct with respect to the alternates listed. Please
clarify.

The bid form has been updated to reflect the alternates as shown on the drawings and as requested.

The bid set of specifications have the watermark “NOT FOR BIDDING”. Will there be a set of

specifications for bidding purposes issued?

The drawings posted with “NOT FOR BIDDING” watermark are the correct set of drawings. The
watermark is required to be posted to the state website. Use these drawings in conjunction with Addendum

drawings to formulate bid.

10.) After examination of every panel on the job, many panels that need to be replaced are load

centers. The cost for a panel cover to be built and labor to install on load centers are a little pricey
compared to a standard panel board. Will consideration be taken after award to remove and
replace the load centers entirely?

Consideration will be taken after award to remove and replace the load centers entirely.

11.) After an examination of panel “PB”, it appears that the existing panel cover is not fastened to a

dead front, and is installed mounted to the wall instead of a panel back box. Please clarify what
is expected for bidding purposes.

Provide code compliant panel cover that is fastened to the backbox.

12.) The fire alarm scope is unclear. The scope references duct detectors and other fire alarm

references, the new drawings show no devices, the demo drawings are not specific to fire alarm
and there are not any fire alarm specifications. Please clarify the scope of work that is to be
included.

Include an allowance to relocate (5) fire alarm devices to new locations within 15’ of original location. No
duct detectors are required to be relocated.

13.) Drawing A8.1 makes reference to a pad for the generator on the architectural drawings (says to

see architectural drawings for details) however, there is not a drawing with this information.
Please provide more information.

See drawing A3.2 details 3, 4, &5 for generator pad construction details.
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14.) Is Dr. D02V aluminum or hollow metal? Door schedule says hollow metal, but the hardware set
says aluminum. I think it should be aluminum as Dr. D02 is also aluminum. Please advise.

Door D02V is hollow metal per the door schedule. The hardware schedule lists it in error as Aluminum.

15.) What symbol is DS on drawing E9.1? This is not on the legend.
There is no “DS” symbol on E9.1. The symbol “SD” is for smoke detector.

16.) Specification section 013119 — Pre-Installation Meetings, page 3 lists the project as Warner
Elementary School. Is this section to be removed or the name of the school to just be changed to
Baltz?

Section 013119 is to remain in the contract documents. The name of the school should be changed to Baltz
ES.

17.) Specification section 015113 — Temporary Electricity, this section says that the electrical contractor
will be responsible for providing and maintaining a temporary service to the buildings as per 1.2
and 1.3. Please clarify if the electrical contractor is responsible for new a temporary service as
outlined in 1.2 in this bid package.

Provide temporary electric service off the existing electrical service.
18.) Which contractor is responsible for the generator pad?

Contract A-01 Carpentry and General Work is responsible for the Generator Pad and Fencing surrounding
the Pad.

19.) The mechanical drawings lists a make and model number for the generator. The specification
lists multiple manufacturers. Please specify if the specification is correct and multiple generators
will be allowed or if this is written to only include the manufacturer and model number listed.

All manufacturers listed in the generator section of the spec can be submitted in lieu of the design basis
product.

20.) Drawing E9.9 shows (2) %4” conduits with (3) 6# 12 each leaving G-1 to panel “PLSE”, please
clarify.

Conductors are required to power various generator trim items. Number of conductors varies dependent on
the generator manufacturer, but will not exceed the number specified.

21.) Can the carpentry work within the roofing and edge metal system be included in Contract A-02
Roofing?

No, all exterior roof blocking, nailers, etc. including roof cants are to be in Contract A-01 Carpentry &
General Work.
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22.) The spec states MechoShade manual shades with 2100 series 10% openness fabric. On Sheet 6.1 it
states that the basis-of-design is Draper FlexShade XD, no fabric specified. Can you please clarify
which we should price?

Match fabric specified for the MechoShade product (see below from spec). Color will be selected in

submittals

2.02 ROLLER SHADE TYPE

A. Manually Operated Shades:

1. Mounting: Surface Mounted.

2. Configuration: Single solar shadecloth.

3. Solar Shadecloths:
a. Fabric: MechoShade’s ThermoVeil 2100, 10 percent open, 2 x 2 open basket-weave pattern (or
equal)
b. Color: Selected from manufacturer’s standard colors.

23.) On drawing A3.6 the Roof Area Descriptions for New Construction Notes state to mechanically
fasten the tapered insulation. To mechanically fasten the tapered insulation the roofing
contractor would have to predrill every hole to fasten the tapered insulation. This will
significantly drive the cost of the roof up. It would be better to fully adhere the insulation in low
rise foam. This would be for roof areas 1, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 10, 11, 12, and 13. If it is chosen to go with
the low rise foam all insulation will need to be 4’ x 4’ boards. We could still mechanically fasten
roof 9 with OMG Lite-Deck Fasteners without predrilling. Please advise which the owner prefers.

Ok to use the following or approved equal - Tremco Low Rise Foam Insulation Adhesive two component,
solvent-free, elastomeric urethane adhesive.

1.2 This approved scale of wages must be posted by the Contractor in a prominent
and easily accessible place at the site of the work.

1.3 It is further stipulated that there may be withheld from the Contractor such
accrued payment as may be considered necessary by the contracting officer to
pay laborers and mechanics employed by the Contractor or any subcontractors
on the work the difference between the rates of wages required and the rate of
wages received by such laborers and mechanics and not refunded to the
Contractor, subcontractor or their agents.

14 Where wage rates are published in this Manual they are issued by the State
Department of Labor on the date indicated and are included for the convenience
of Bidders.
