The AmeriCorps Notice of Funding Opportunity specifies that applicants must have an active SAM.gov registration at the time of the application submission deadline. To avoid delays, AmeriCorps strongly recommends initiating the registration or renewal process at least three weeks prior to the deadline. AmeriCorps will verify compliance with this requirement by searching for the SAM.gov-generated UEI entered into the AmeriCorps Grants Management System.
